He did tests on it
by attaching it to a mini toy school bus and seeing

how it performed in a little wind tunnel he built in his

garage. f40-a Because of this he knew he now

needed to step lt up and create a life-sized version

that could be put to the test on a real bus.

By the time Tim was fifteen, he had set up a team of
young engineers like himself, and been helped by his

sister and his local community to obtain another

grant to develop his ldea further, While Tim and his

team were able to build the initial versions, they

soon realised that they needed some expert help to
really get going. [-+i*El :rne person who

volunteered was the one who had inspired Tim to
start thinking about the project in the first place.

She had taught him on the summer course when he

was tyrelve, Along with two of her engineering

students she worked with Tlm through the summer

to finally help him realise his dream.

The final version of Tim's lnvention looks rather

different from his original idea.
